PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

SPAN 590 has been designed to accompany the two week program for in-service teachers organized by Iowa State University’s World Languages and Cultures Department.  This program will take place at the University of Extremadura in Cáceres, Spain.  The program begins with a weekend in Madrid and includes excursions to museums and other points of interest in the city.  The program then continues with a two week stay in Cáceres with classes being held Monday-Friday.  Once in Cáceres the program consists of a series of lectures by professors from the University of Extremadura, visits to local schools, tours of the local area, family home stays, and the opportunity to improve spoken Spanish in conversation groups with people from the local area.

Quizzes:  Read, España y su civilización, and take the online quizzes.  Due dates are listed on the daily schedule.
Final Paper:  The final paper should be in Spanish and include:

* a summary of what you found the most interesting and what surprised you about Madrid

* a summary of what you learned in the lectures
* the differences and similarities between Spanish and American schools

* what you learned about Spanish culture
* the change in your speaking and listening comprehension skills after completing the program.  
* what impact you feel the program will have on you as a teacher
